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'COLLEGE NOTES

As ALREADY announced, Sir Lindor Brown will succeed Sir_Robert
Hall as Principal in August, 1967. Biographical sketches of both
the retiring and the new Principal appear on another page.

The Governing Body has “come of age”, with 21 members.
Newcomers are Dr. J. G. Taylor, Fellow in Applied Mathematics,
and Dr. N. Tully, C.E.G.B. Research Fellow in Engineering. Dr.
N. G. McCrum, Dr. Tully’s predecessor as C.E.G.B. Research
Fellow, stays with us as an official Fellow. Mr. R. M. P. Malpas
has been succeeded by Dr. J. M. Houston as Bursar, while Mr. R. J.
Van Noorden has taken on the new appointment of Investments
Bursar.

Modernisation and restoration of buildings has continued. The
main achievement has been the extension of the Library, made
necessary by the University expelling us from the Indian Institute,
and made possible by a University loan. The eighteenth-century
facade has been preserved, with a first floor inserted and the whole
structure extended at the back, together with a basement. This
provides two reading rooms and three stack rooms, and enables the
Librarian to keep all our books under one roof. The stonework of
the other older buildings facing on to the Old Quadrangle which
had not yet been cleaned, has now been refurbished, much improving
the general appearance. A flourish will be added by the restoration
of the seventeenth-century oriel window at the southern end of the
S.C.R., thanks to the Historic Buildings Fund. Indoors, the new
Middle Common Room for graduates has been accommodated, the
J.C.R. has been provided with an agreeable bar in the extensive
cellars beneath New Buildings, and three staircases have been
modernised and improved. '

In sport, E. Farr and D. Walker have played soccer for the
University, and J. Ogley represented the University at fencing. The
College barge has been presented to the Oxford Barge Preservation
Trust—a body founded mainly on the initiative of Hertford men—
which intends to restore it as a floating museum of rowing on”¥
the Isis.

The number who took Final Honour Schools in 1966 was 65,
of whom 4 were awarded Firsts and 37 Seconds.
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The Dramatic Society scored a notable success in May 1967
with its open-air production of John Arden’s “Sergeant Musgrave’s
Dance” in Mansfield College garden, despite uncertain weather.

We heartily congratulate the Hon. Roland Michener, Honorary
Fellow and a former Rhodes Scholar of the College, on his appoint-
ment as Governor-General of Canada.

THE RETIRING PRINCIPAL OF HERTFORD

Sik RoBERT HALL will retire from the Principalship of Hertford in
August 1967. Though brief, his tenure has been remarkable for
the accelerated momentum of the College’s expansion begun under
Dr. Ferrar, to which Sir Robert brought his own inspiration, his
administrative and financial skills, and the unrivalled knowledge of
contemporary academic problems which he possessed as a member
of the Franks Commission. Despite the Commission’s claims on his
time and effort, he was unsparing of his energies on behalf of the
College, to which the creation of new tutorial fellowships, the
attainment of higher academic standards, the growth in the num-
bers of undergraduates and especially of postgraduates, as well as
the improvement in the College’s investment position and in the
amenity of its accommodation all bear witness in different ways.
Sir Robert’s skill and amiability in guiding the College through a
period of all-round change without any personal frictions arising
was matched by the outstanding success of his social relations with
the students, to whom he and Lady Hall offered friendly and delight-
fully informal hospitality in term and out of term.

Sir Robert came to Hertford after fourteen years in the Cabinet
Office and the Treasury, where he had held the key posts of Head
of the Economic Section and Economic Adviser to the .Govern-
ment. He had also served on several international economic agen-
cies, and his contributions to public life were marked by a knight-
hood in 1954, and by numerous other distinctions. Before the war,
which caused his entry into public administration, Sir Robert had
been Fellow and Tutor in Economics at Trinity College since 1927,
after a -brilliant undergraduate career as a Rhodes Scholar at
Magdalen. During his time at Trinity he established his academic
reputation as an economist which, together with his Treasury ex-
perience, has since made him an invaluable adviser to Unilever and
Tube Investments. Our good wishes go with him into the years
ahead, which we hope will offer full scope for the renewed pursuit
of his scholarly interests amidst the large financial responsibilities
which these City connections entail.
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THE NEW. PRINCIPAL OF HERTFORD

THE appointment of Sir Lindor Brown as Principal of Hertford
adds to the list of Heads of Houses another of the few scientists
selected for such service. .

Sir Lindor was born in Lancashire and in 1921 went to the
University of Manchester, where he read Physiology and Medicine.
His notable distinctions, which are too numerous to detail here,
began early with his election as Platt Physiology Scholar in 1924
and prizes for Surgery in 1928. After a few years as lecturer in
Leeds University he became a member of the scientific staff of the
Medical Research Council at the National Institute for Medical
Research (1934-49). He was then appointed Jodrell Professor of
Physiology at University College, London, where he remained until
his election as Waynflete Professor of Physiology at Oxford in 1960.

The theme of his research during this period was the chemical
transmission of nerve impulses and he made an outstanding contri-
bution to our knowledge of how the nervous system conirols mus-
cular action. For those who, scientists or not, would like to know,
the chemical transmitter is acetylcholine.

This brought him many honours and selection for offices which
combine distinction with onerous duty. He has been Honorary
Secretary and Foreign Secretary of the Physiological Society. In
1946 he was elected Fellow of the Royal Society and later served
for a long period as Biological Secretary and as Vice-President of
the Society. He was knighted in 1957.

A special distinction was his election as President of the Inter-
national Union of Physiological Sciences in 1962. In these offices
and as a member of the Council for Scientific and Industrial
Research he has played an active part in the organisation of scien-
tific effort nationally and internationally, while continuing his teach-
ing and administrative duties as professor and pursuing his research
with undiminished vigour and success. Those who may wonder
how all this is done should refiect that much can be accomplished
by a determined person who has an efficiently organised transport
system. Sir Lindor is the owner of a bicycle on which he may be
seen, until he takes up residence in the lodgings, making his way
from the laboratory up Headington Hill to his home in Sandfield
Road. ‘ '

Sir Lindor has a row of honorary doctorates and memberships of
Academies at home and abroad, and has travelled widely. His
most memorable journey was as leader in 1962 of the Royal
Society’s first delegation to the Academia Sinica. During this he
flew over Siberia fo Peking, met Mao Tse-tung, visited scientific
and other institutions, saw the Ming tombs and the National Day
Parade, played indifferently at simple card games, and was the
jolliest of company.

The new Principal’s wide experience of University. organisation
includes a period on Hebdomadal Council and he was a member of
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the Commission of Enquiry headed by Lord Franks. His new
appointment, which he approaches with obvious relish, and which
has brought him massive congratulatory good will from outside,
will be equally welcomed by the College both in a personal way
and for the knowledge and wisdom that it will add to the guidance
of our affairs.

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THE COLLEGE CHAPEL

THEMES for Services in the Chapel this year have been chosen to
bring the Christian faith into contact with every aspect of modern

life. A particularly valuable experiment was the series of sermons -

by laymen preached in the Trinity Term of 1966, with titles includ-
ing “The Faith of a Surgeon”, “The Witness of an Actor”, “The
M1n1stry of a Social Worker”, and ‘““The Opportumtles of a
Teacher”. Distinguished preachers in Chapel have included the
Bishop of Rochester, the Archdeacon of the East Riding, Canon
N. S. Power, the Revd. Ian Thomson, formerly Chaplain of the
College, the Revd. George Swannell (the College Missioner in the
Mission to the University), Dr. Richards, and Philip Jackson,
Assistant Director of Oxfam.

In addition, a weekly discussion group has considered such varied
subjects as Juvenile Delinquency, Racial Integration, the Church
in Uganda, and “Doubts about Faith”.

Both the Sunday evening Services and the weekly discussion
groups have been well attended throughout the year and have
attracted considerable interest in the College generally. In the Hilary
Term of 1967, a choir of boys and Senior Choristers was formed
to sing at the Sunday evening Services, and their work has been
much appreciated, especially the singing of an anthem each week.

The simplified Corporate Communion Services have been con-
tinued, and have served to build up a deep and outward-looking
fellowshlp of Christians within the College. Many have used then‘
time at the University to reconsider the claims of Jesus Christ on
their lives and there have been opportunities for evangelism as
well as for corporate worship and instruction. The weekly meeting
for Prayer and Discussion has been well supported and is a most
essential part of our work, together with the visiting of sick and
elderly people in Cowley Road hospital.

The Chapel has owed a good deal to the enthusiastic support of
members of the College, and particularly to the excellent work done
by the Bible Clerks, Peter Edwards, William Tyler, David Cook
and Henry Morgan. Our thanks are especially due to the retiring
Organ Scholar, Christopher Dowie, for faithful service to the
Chapel during his three years at Hertford, and to his successor,
John Davey, for their untiring leadership and capable direction of
music. : R.M.C.

Unfortunately, it became increasingly difficult to
find coaches and the lack of a voice from the bank meant that
stylistic faults crept in towards the end of hard rows. This, I
believe, was largely responsible for the disasters that used to
occur with the onset of tiredness due to faulty technique. It was
noticeable that, whenever there was a coach, morale was high
and the rowing of a far more effective nature.

The crew found itself with the added strain of competitive
racing without really believing in its ability and the outcome was
in retrospect, inevitable. At Wallingford the Eight lost by some
two lengths to a competent Abingdon School crew in the
Junior-Senior class. In Eights Week Magdalen should have been
bumped on the Wednesday but the crew fell apart past the Barges
and succumbed to Brasenose much to the latter’s obvious
surprise. On the following day Worcester’s fast start proved too
much and the crew did not even have the opportunity to display
their fighting qualities. As was to be expected, Friday found the
crew extremely apprehensive and tense. This proved to be the
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downfall because a not particularly impressive Jesus boat made
up some leeway but did not seem very dangerous until the eight
panicked. Jesus were washed off three times by skilful coxing
but a series of crabs enabled our weary opponents to make their
bump. Saturday’s fair weather seemed to endow the crew with a
‘do or die’ feeling and many earlier neuroses were absent. The
change was remarkable and they almost took a step towards
redeeming themselves. A fast start—the best of the week—
immediately made up ground on Jesus and by the College boat-
house the gap was as little as a quarter of a length. However,
this was as much as the Eight could manage and they eventually
rowed over, thankful to have ‘stopped the rot’!

Despite all these setbacks, the prevailing feeling in the crew
was that enough ability had been shown on Eights Saturday to
justify another regatta attempt and they were duly entered for
Oxford City. This time they dropped to Junior status and there
were signs in training that at last potential would be realised.
The course was about two minutes shorter than Eights and several
creditable times were recorded in training rows. There could be
no complaints about the draw which paired them with Magdalen
College School, for observations showed that they were in no
way spectacular., However, once again training and racing proved
to be two entirely different matters. An early lead was squandered
with a series of shipwrecks and the schoolboys sneaked by almost
on the finishing line.

The Club, however, was not completely deprived of the taste
of success. The ‘Schools’ Eight managed to maintain regular
outings throughout the year and always looked capable of great
things. Rowing as the second eight, they were confident that
their fast start would ensure they did not have to row over the
whole course, which might, perhaps, have required an expenditure
of energy beyond their limits. In the event they never had to
row for more than forty strokes and duly made their four bumps—
much to the disgust of one well-known Blue who found himself
on the receiving end.

The Third Eight, including four novices of about five weeks
experience, made remarkable progress under the stern and
discerning eye of G. Jukes, Esq. Although they endeavoured to
involve themselves in as many multiple collisions as seemed
possible, they made two very creditable bumps. One of these
was made in a rerow with the aid of a substitute who was minding
his own business on the bank. With this sort of spirit in the Club,
how can we fail? (Four of this eight also performed entouragingly
at Oxford City Regatta.) .

Plans for Torpids this year were handicapped by the loss of
several potential oarsmen due to exams and teaching practice.
At one stage it looked unlikely that we would be able to boat
even one crew and so the very fact that we had two crews was
no mean achievement in itself. This was largely due to the
inclusion of schoolsmen and necessarily meant that complete
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crew outings were infrequent—four, in fact, for the First Torpid
and one for the Second! The First crew was weighty and
experienced but Jacked the necessary stamina which the obligation
to row the whole course required. The first day was survived
when all the boats behind decided to steer exactly the same
course and became delightfully interlocked. On the next day the
last minute almost proved disastrous but they escaped only losing
one place when any number had seemed possible at one stage.
The crew had obviously learnt a good deal from the previous
days and a solid start and greater togetherness on Friday enabled
them to row away from the division until the expected weariness
allowed Queens to slip by. The increased confidence, however,
meant that Saturday brought no worries and they were never
seriously challenged and had the satisfaction of seeing Jesus hil
our raft.

The Second crew, containing several novices, had the unfor-
tunate experience of being chased by schools eights which were
low on the river as being new entries. They slipped five places
but improved on each day and said they enjoyed themselves.

Torpids indicated that there is a certain amount of talent and
reinforced by those missing in the winter we should be able to
boat two strong crews in the summer. Two eights will be going
to Henley for pre-term training and a spirit of determination is
at the moment prevailing in the Club. The First Eight, equipped
with the newly acquired shell, should be an experienced crew
and coaches have been arranged to ensure maximum efficiency.
The First Eight will appear for the first time at Wallingford and
four crews will be in training for Eights. Whatever the outcome
nobody will be able to accuse us of any lack of effort, that is

OF THE TWENTY FIXTURES arranged for the 1966 season the Ist XI

Colonel the Lord Clifford of Chudleigh writes:
One of the best friends I had at Hertford has died at the early age of 50.

Theo Doll and T went up to Hertford in 1934, met the first day there,
and went about in the same small group together for the next three years.
We rowed in the same boat—FHenley and all that, Then we went down and
joined the army the same day. The first course, in the Army, that I went
on found Theo on his, only a couple of miles away. Then we parted for
many years.

Apart from Geoffrey Hitchcock and John Evans, Theodore Doll was the
only one of my friends at Hertford that I was ever fortunate enough to
come across in later life. Theodore kept in touch with Hertford and kept in
touch spasmodically with me. Every two or three years a letter would come,
out of the blue, naming names of those who were up with us whom he had
met or heard of. He was in fact the contact I had with my Oxford days.
When I got married during the war he was in France, but sent his father
along! His father and sister 1 had met also with him at Hertford.
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His war was distinguished, hand-to-hand fighting in the Dunkirk time.
After the war he qualified as a barrister, and after service in the Judge
Advocate’s department he resigned from the Army. He was called up again
from the reserve of officers for the Suez Crisis. From the law he went into
industry with Associated Portland Cement.

After not seeing him for twenty-eight years, though we had kept in
touch, I suddenly met him in the dining room of the House of Lords where
he often went to have tea with his brother-in-law, Lord Merton. From then
on we met under those circumstances fairly regularly. The talk was always
of Hertford and Oxford. He had never changed. He was always bright,
humorous, and good company. He was never vulgar or commonplace. He
liked all men and all men liked him. He could not stand sham. “You
should see how pompous old so and so has got” was the nearest thing to
an unkind remark I ever heard him make.

As T write this I have before me a picture of the 1937 Hertford College
Henley VIIL Of all the people I know he had changed the least both in
looks and character, and yet he had to go so soon.

Our commiserations go particularly to his wife, children, and sister.
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
