CONGRATULATIONS to I. Brownlie, Exhibitioner of the College, who 
was awarded the Gibbs University Scholarship in Law in Hilary 1953, 
and has been elected an Honorary Scholar of the College.

DRAMATIC SOCIETY

IT would be inaccurate to suggest that during the past twelve months 
the Society has suffered a decline. It has held regular play-readings of 
varying quality, ranging from Barrie to The Iceman Cometh, and has 
staged a major production. But since the departure of the group domin-
ated by Harry Penrose, Bill Gaskill, and John Smithard there has been 
a dearth of conspicuous talent, and consequently Freshmen of 1952 
have not been joining the Society in any great numbers. Its reputation 
was not enhanced by Macbeth, which ran for a week in the Arlosh Hall 
from 23 to 28 February 1953. 

This was a bold venture, coming as it did immediately before 
O.U.D.S. Richard III, and beginning during Torpids. Ti-evor Silver-
stone's production lasted for only two hours. There was little movement 
or colour, and long stretches of soporific inaction, but a fair criticism 
would have allowed it moments of great excitement, and a gradual 
build-up to a climax of unusual intensity. Its centerpiece was Bjorn 
Ardin, who dominated the stage with his superb voice and commanding 
presence. 

Unfortunately a fair criticism was a benefit not forthcoming. In a 
virulent attack, the Isis discouraged the large potential audience, and 
more balanced judgements from the Oxford Mail and Tildes came too 
late to make it a financial success. 

There was not enough time to rehearse with the lights, particularly 
important because it was impossible to erect a curtain, and stage busi-
ness had to be carried on in a blackout. Consequently the first night 
was not without its moments of confusion. The weather behaved in an 
unkindly fashion, and moonlight disclosed in glowing outline corpses 
and witches creeping stealthily off stage. Banquo was given a hard 
deal, in each performance spotlights revealed one of his post-mortal 
journeys towards the single exit. 

Perhaps the most memorable performance took place on the night 
of the bump supper, when an expansive Duncan gave his lines really 
majestic emphasis at those moments when he happened to remember 
them. Ross maintained a thoughtfully straight-forward interpretation 
and was the only member of the cast to receive a complimentary 
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criticism from the Isis, while the murderers, if rather gentlemanly, 
looked suitably horrific. 

The conscripted women were a mixed blessing; Lady Macbeth was 
a good foil for Ardin, but the witches looked and sounded like three 
Sunday-school teachers out on a sight-seeing tour. 

In spite of its shortcomings, Macbeth was worth trying, and most 
people who saw it were pleased and impressed. 

CHESS CLUB

ALTHOUGH slightly weakened by the departure of D. J. Youston, who 
was last year's University Champion, the College Chess Club has con-
tinued to be very successful. In Cuppers we entered four teams and of 
these the first, consisting of D. G. Horseman, R. W. B. Judson, and 
J. S. Whitehead, still remains unbeaten, and there is every indication 
that we shall equal if not improve last year's position, when our first 
team was second equal in the final placings. So far the third team has 
also done well, having won three out of its four matches. 

In the individual performances, D. G. Horseman, who is a former 
British Junior Champion, has entered the semi-final of this year's 
University Championship by beating R. Persitz (Balliol) who is a 
former Junior Champion of Israel. R. W. B. Judson has also been 
playing very well for the University and in the course of play this 
term drew with W. Ritson-Morry who is a strong contender for the 
British Open Championship.

THE popularity of Scottish Dancing in the University has enabled 
Hertford to start a Reel Club.

The academic year was concluded with a notable club dinner. In 
the last regular meeting of Trinity Term D. Wintle was elected Captain 
and A. D. Bell was elected Secretary. 

Michaelmas Term prospects were decidedly not poor, but neither did 
they give any indication of the success which the club was to enjoy in 
the .term following. Nine Freshmen appeared at the first meeting, and 
extensive tubbing began immediately. It was intended that there 
should be not only the Long Distance Eight but also an entry in the 
Oriel College Novice Fours, but difficulties eventually eliminated the 
Long Distance Crew. There were then two novice four entries, and 
the first crew won easily in a competition of 16 boats. 

Training for Torpids began a week before Hilary Term with exten-
sive tubbing and an occasional outing in the clinker.

ABBOT—On 7 January 5953, Charles Hardcastle Abbot, Scholar of the College, 

/950-54. 
CAMERON—On 25 August 1952, Alan Cameron, Exhibitioner of the College, 1912-14. 

Mr. Alan Cameron, whose death at the age of 58 was recently recorded, will be 
widely remembered for his work as secretary to the Central Council for School Broad-
casting, a post which he occupied, apart from a brief wartime interval while he was 
on special duties, from 5935 to 5945. 

He had previously served as secretary for education in the city of Oxford. Cameron 
threw himself with enthusiasm into the problems of educational policy involved in 
school broadcasting. His energy and broad grasp of principle, coupled with his know-
ledge of the educational world, played a large part in bringing about the recognition 
of school broadcasting as an important factor in the education service of the country. 
In 5945, Cameron was obliged to give up this work with the B.B.C. because of his 
failing eyesight, the result of injury in the first world war. He was later appointed 
educational adviser to Electric and Musical Industries Limited. 

Soon after the outbreak of war in 5954 he enlisted in The Devon Regiment and was 
still with his original battalion when he was commissioned in the field. His services 
which included the opening battles on the Somme in July, 1916, and subsequent 
service in Italy in the army commanded by Lord Cavan, were rewarded with the 
Military Cross. His high quality as a soldier was demonstrated again in the last war 
when he became responsible for the training of the B.B.C. company of the Home 
Guard, while his courage was most notably shown again in his last years when he 
fought back increasingly serious physical ailments with unfailing cheerfulness. 

Alan Cameron was a brave and lovable character. He was the friendliest of men. 
Hearty in his manner, he was never 'a hearty'. His speech and laughter rang out loud 
and true; there was no trace of the faux bonhomme in him. In the I93os, when he was 
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in his prime, there was something exceptional and reassuring about this intellectual 
with a robust attitude, this sensitive man with solid frame and military bearing. 
Cameron was devoid of conceit or affectation, though not of mannerism—those who 
knew him will happily remember the cockatoo crest of hair which he twisted dis-
tractedly as he talked. There was no malice nor pettiness in his make-up. Many will 
mourn the failure of his health and his untimely passing. Alan Cameron was the hus-
band of Elizabeth Bowen, the author. (From The Times.) 

Goon—On to February 1953, Alan Paul Good, Commoner of the College, 1924- 7. 
Mr. Alan Paul Good, deputy chairman of the Brush Aboe group of companies, 

manufacturers of Diesel engines, died in South Africa on Tuesday after a long illness. 
He was 46.. 

He was born at Foxrock, near Dublin, in April, 1906, and was educated at Marl-
borough and Oxford, where he took a law degree. Later he became a partner of Messrs. 
Pennington and Son, solicitors, of Lincoln's Inn. He soon left law for commerce, and by 
1935 had started to confine his activities almost exclusively to engineering. His con-
clusion that the only way of making Britain a real force in the Diesel engine trade was 
to acquire a group of companies and to rationalize this output so that any one factory 
had a comparatively limited range to cover, whereas the group as a whole had a very 
wide range, led to the formation of the Brush Aboe group, of which he was the chief 
architect. The group to-day consists of the Brush Electrical Engineering Company, 
Limited, and Associated British Oil Engines (Mirrlees, Bickerton and Day, Petters, J. 
and H. McLaren, the National Gas and Oil Engine Company, and Henry Meadows). 

In 1937 he acquired the controlling interest in Petters, and was elected a director of 
Mirrlees, Bickerton and Day. At about the same time he was asked by the Brush 
Electrical Engineering Company to help in their refinancing. One result of this was 
that Petters transferred their business from Yeovil to Loughborough. He was made 
deputy chairman of Brush in 1939, and in 1941 was appointed chairman of the executive 
committee and subsequently managing director. In 1944 he acquired control of J. and 
H. McLaren, and of Mirrlees, Bickerton and Day in 5945. In 1948 he acquired an 
interest in the National Gas and Oil Engine Company, and became a member of the 
board in the following year. 

In this way, with great drive and determination, he built up the Brush Aboe group, 
which is now the largest producer of Diesel engines in the world. He controlled the 
group as deputy chairman and managing director of the Brush Electrical Engineering 
Company, the parent company, and was also chairman of Associated British Engineer-
ing, Limited, and Heenan and Froude. During the 5939-45 war he provided financial 
backing for the Common Wealth Party, together with Sir Richard Acland, but 
resigned from being honorary treasurer of the movement in 1944. 

He fell ill in 195o, and it became apparent that his immense capacity for work was 
having a serious effect on his health. In October, 1952, he resigned from being 
managing director, but remained deputy chairman and continued to take an active 
interest in the affairs of the companies. After going to France for convalescence last 
year he returned home shortly before Christmas, and left for South Africa at the 
beginning of January. 

His home was at Glympton Park, Woodstock, Oxfordshire, and his hobby was 
farming. 

He leaves a widow, and two daughters by a previous marriage. (From The Times.)
