F] ~Ye year 2000 was an eventful one for
the College, with the official opening
of our new Graduate Centre and
gatherings for Members in London, New
York, and Vancouver. Our special 50"
Reunion at the College was memorable; and
this month, I attend a Hertford gathering in
San Francisco kindly arranged by Dennis
Bonney (1951).

Hertford has a long tradition of broadening
and simplifying its undergraduate student
entrance procedures, while maintaining its
focus on academic excellence. Our dedicated
Tutors spend a great deal of time interviewing
and responding to applicants. This year

~Hertford’s applications, 469 in all, far
exceeded those of any other college at the
University. Justunder 70% of UK applicants
were from the state maintained sector, as
were those offered places. :

To maintain these excellent results, we
reach out to all sorts of schools all over the
country. For example, last year, under the
Government’s Excellence in Cities Initiative,
thirteen Hertford Fellows and I travelled to
London to talk to a specially selected group
of more than 120 fifteen year olds from a
number of East London schools. We each
took ‘masterclasses’ in our own subjects with
the aim of stimulating their interest in coming
to Hertford, or indeed to any university
anywhere. Those students later visited the
College for a day to whet their intellectual
appetites further. This year we will be
repeating the programme with a new cohort
of students, having learnt from last year’s
experience.

We are determined to have a ‘needs blind’
policy, so that all those who meet our
challenging academic requirements and are
offered places are able to benefit from the
outstanding educational opportunity we offer
in a wonderfully stimulating environment,
whatever their financial background.

Sadly, I have to tell you that my wife, Julia,
died on 29th January, after a long and brave
fight against breast cancer. We first met
nearly fifty years ago and would have
celebrated our 45th wedding anniversary this
year. Her funeral took place in the College
Chapel and I am enormously grateful to the
College for its help and support at this
difficult time. Julia was a member of the
Senior Common Room in her own right and
greatly enjoyed her involvement with
Hertford. She was a distinguished scientist
much loved by her colleagues all over the
world and was, just last year, elected a Fellow
of the Academy of Medical Sciences and an
Honorary Fellow of the Royal College of
Physicians.

HATS OFF TO 1937, THE WINNING MATRICULATION YEAR

An impressive 65% of the 1937 matriculation year have participated in the
Campaign, making it the most supportive year of all. Close behind is 1938,
with 56%. From 1923 to 1962, 22 mat. years have over 25% participation,
three of those over 50%. The largest amounts came from 1982, 1951, and
1971, due to several major single donations from each year.

Bulent Atalay’s Gift to Donors

We can thank Queen Elizabeth II for
Oxford and the English Countryside, the
magnificent book of lithographs by the
versatile nuclear physicist, artist, and
amateur archaeologist Bulent Atalay,
Professor of Physics at Mary Washington
College, Virginia; Adjunct Professor at the
University of Virginia; and former Hertford
Visiting Professor (1972-73). For his gift
to The Queen on her Silver Wedding
Anniversary, the American Ambassador in
London, Walter Annenberg, chose Bulent’s
1972 book of lithographs of historic
Virginia. The Queen was so impressed that she wrote to Bulent at the
Department of Theoretical Physics in Oxford, encouraging him to do another.
‘I was in Oxford to do Physics, but on the weekends I toiled.” The book was
published two years later. On receipt, The Queen wrote again asking for his
nextwork. By then, Bulent was at the Institute of Advanced Study in Princeton.
The ‘next work’ was titled Perturbation Theory for Projected States: Theory
and Applications. ‘Needless to say, there were no more requests from The
Queen!’ says Bulent. Many will recognise in this story echoes of mathematician
Charles Dodson’s experience with Queen Victoria just after he had published
Alice in Wonderland. Born in Ankara, Turkey, Bulent accompanied his parents
to England when his father was Turkish Military Attaché in London, attending
Eton before finishing at St. Andrew’s School, Delaware. With four degrees in
Theoretical Nuclear Physics, Bulent studied at Georgetown, Princeton,
Berkeley, and Oxford and lectures round the world on Art, Archaeology, and

. Astrophysics (“...just the A’s,” he says modestly, ‘...as |
know no B’s.”) He is currently working on a book entitled
The Two Leonardos: Integrating Science and Art.

Inauguration of the Armstrong-Macintyre-Markham History Fellowship

Distinguished guests joined the College to pay tribute to
three eminent Hertford Historians at the inauguration of

he College has endowed and named the Armstrong-Macintyre-Markham
Fellowship in History to honour the memories and achievements of a remarkable
trio. John Armstrong and Felix Markham were Fellows of Hertford from the 1930s
until the 1970s. John Armstrong, who gained a First in History at Hertford and was
Vice Consul in Munich for two years before returning to Oxford in 1934, enjoyed an

Both took L;‘:FEJ,?HLL'X\PEOLTOOVCSLTF? ,QT_,YSSTT&SY'_“G'MAC'NTYRE'
a full part in the life of the College, the Faculty, and the University, and shared the
ability to combine teaching with distinction as writers of History. Angus Macintyre, a notable product of the Hertford History
school, who left in 1958, went on to a highly successful career as a Fellow of Magdalen where he rose to be Vice President. He
also served as Chairman of the History Faculty Board. His early interests in France were expanded to include Britain and
Ireland, most famously in his outstanding life of Daniel O’Connell, The Liberator. Angus Macintyre was the first Hertford
graduate and Historian to have been appointed Principal of the College. His tragic death in an automobile accident in 1994,
before he could take up the position, was a great loss.

To mark its inauguration on 21st November, 2000, the current holder of the Fellowship, Dr Toby Barnard, recent British
Academy research reader and new honorary Member of the Royal Irish Academy, delivered a special lecture in the Examination
Schools. Skilfully weaving together the Irish antecedents and French interests of the three Historians, Dr Barnard’s lecture also
embodied some of his research on the ascendancies in 18th-century Ireland.

Three New Fellows
This academic year, Hertford has welcomed three new Fellows.

Professor Zhanfeng Cui, MA MSc PhD
Professor Cui, who was appointed to the Donald Pollock
Professorship of Chemical Engineering at the University in October
2000, was an undergraduate at the Inner Mongolia Institute of
Technology, China. In 1988, after completing his MSc and PhD in
Chemical Engineering at the Dalian University of Technology,
China, he became a Research Associate at the Bioengineering Unit
of the University of Strathclyde, joining the Pharmaceutics Division
in 1990.

- Keble College. Professor Cui’s research interests include the production and cryopreservation of
engineered tissues. He also specialises in the purification and processing of therapeutic bioproducts
and in membrane technology for water and waste-water treatment. With many professional
memberships to his name, recently he was granted a Foresight Award by the Royal Academy of
Engineering for a study on Tissue Engineering at the Institute for Bioengineering and Bioscience
at the Georgia Institute of Engineering, USA.

Dr R. Godfrey Keller, BA MSc DPhil PhD

Dr Keller read Mathematics & Philosophy at Merton College,
Oxford in the 1970’s and went on at Merton to gain a DPhil in
Mathematics. Moving into the corporate sphere, he then spent just
over a decade undertaking a variety of work in the Computing
Software industry. With this extensive business experience behind
him, he returned to the academic world to study at the London
School of Economics and Political Science. Intending to do an
MSc in Mathematical Economics & Econometrics, Dr Keller ended
up completing a second doctorate at the LSE, this time in
Microeconomic Theory. In addition, over the years, he has been a
Lecturer in the Department of Economics at the University of
Edinburgh and a Post-Doctoral Research Fellow at ECARE
(European Centre for Advanced Research in Economics) in Brussels. Immediately before coming
to Hertford, Dr. Keller was a Lecturer in the Department of Economics at the LSE. One of his
major journal publications has been ‘Optimal Learning through Experimentation by Microeconomic
Agents,” and this topic remains his major research interest. Dr. Keller lives in an old farmhouse in
Witney near Oxford with his partner Tanya, a teacher, and their cat, Calico Jo.

Dr Young is a graduate of Birmingham (1993, Law with French)
and gained her BCL and DPhil from Hertford. From 1997-2000
she was a Tutorial Fellow in Law at Balliol. Her teaching specialities
include Constitutional, Administrative, EU, and Land Law. Her
research interests focus on Constitutional Law, particularly Human
Rights and the relations between UK and EU Law. Currently she
is studying the application of the doctrine of implied repeal to the
Human Rights Act of 1998, arguing that the doctrine of implied
repeal has a role to play, despite common opinion to the contrary.
Dr Young is also interested in the Protection of Human Rights in
the EU following the EU’s Charter on Fundamental Rights and in
comparative Canadian and English Human Rights culture. She is
comparing two recent judgements of the Canadian Supreme Court

Drue Heinz has advanced cultural life both here and abroad by encouraging literature, the
creative arts, and education, with a particular interest in fostering young writers and in sustain-
ing literary publications. She is the Director of the prestigious Hawthornden Prize for fiction
and of the Hawthornden Literary Institute near Edinburgh, which she founded to provide
fellowships to promising young writers. As a quiet place for them to work, she has restored
Hawthornden Castle as a writers’ retreat. She also organizes an international symposium of
writers or artists at Lake Como, Italy. Many institutions, great and small, have benefited from
her expertise and patronage. In London, these include The Royal Academy, The National Por-
trait Gallery, and the Royal Institute of British Architects. In Oxford, she has founded a Chair in
American Literature and supported the Bodleian, American Institute and our Graduate Centre.

Professor Paul Langford, MA DPhil FRHistS FBA

Eminent historian Professor Paul Langford (1965, Modern
History) is Rector of Lincoln College, Oxford, and has been
Professor of Modern History at the University since 1996. A
Fellow of the British Academy, he was Chairman and Chief
Executive of the Academy’s Arts and Humanities Research
Board until September 2000. His books include The First
Rockingham Administration 1765-66,1973; The Excise Crisis:
society and politics in the age of Walpole, 1975; A Polite and
Commercial People 1727-83, 1989; Public Life and the
Propertied Englishman 1689-1789, 1991; and in 2000,
Englishness Identified: manners and character 1650-1850.
General Editor of The Writings and Speeches of Edmund Burke, and the Oxford History of the
British Isles, Professor Langford’s academic achievements also include the 1990 Ford Lectures
in English History at Oxford and the 1996 Raleigh Lecture at the British Academy.

Sir David Spedding, MA KCMG CVO OBE

David Spedding (1961, Modern History) has had a distinguished career in the foreign service.
In addition to serving the nation in many countries, in 1994 he became Chief of the Secret
Intelligence Service and held this post for five years until his retirement. During his remarkable
career, Sir David learned Arabic at the Middle East Centre for Arabic Studies and had postings
in Beirut, Santiago, Abu Dhabi, and Amman, as well as several postings in London. The
Knighthood awarded to him in 1996 by The Queen was in recognition of his outstanding
contributions to the nation.

Professor Tobias Wolff, MA PhD (honoris causa)

The distinguished American writer Tobias Wolff (1969, English)
has been called ‘the greatest living exponent of the short story.’
A successful academic career has paralleled his literary
achievement. Professor of English at Stanford University, where
he earned his MA, Tobias Wolff also taught at Syracuse
University, New York. His distinguished writers’ fellowships
and literary prizes are too numerous to list. Tobias Wolff’s
superbly-crafted short stories have an international following
among general readers and professional writers alike, and he is
celebrated as well for two award-winning memoirs: This Boy §
Life, 1989, and In Pharoah's Army 1994. (4 profile of Tobias
Wolff appeared in Hertford College News, Issue 4, Spring 2000).

Brian Steer to Retire

After 38 years at Hertford, Dr Brian Steer, Fellow and Tutor in Mathematics, (photo p.10), will
retire in June. After Jesus College, Oxford, and his DPhil in 1961, Brian spent two years as a
Lecturer in Maths at Christ Church before being elected to a Hertford Fellowship in 1963. Currently
Brian is Maths Institute Librarian and a Chairman of Examiners. His research interests include
Topology, especially Gauge Theory; the Geometry of Manifolds; and Global Analysis. Some of
Brian’s former students are publishing a volume of mathematical papers dedicated to him.

MEImel Chantry was born in the Lincolnshire village of
opsley where he and his sister Pat attended the local
school. Another pupil was Margaret Roberts (later to be known
as ‘The Iron Lady’). Michael recalls, ‘It was not difficult to
forecast who would be Head Girl and make the speeches at
Prize Giving!” Stamford School followed where Michael
became Head Boy and played rugby and cricket with Colin
Dexter, of ‘Inspector Morse’ fame, and Mike Smith who later
captained England and Warwickshire at cricket. Musical
appreciation was supplied by Sir Malcolm Sargent and Sir
Michael Tippett, both Old Boys of the school. National Service
in the Royal Air Force included a year at the RAF College,
Cranwell, with flying practice in Tiger Moths and Prentices.

Michael’s Headmaster, Canon Day, who had been a Classical
Scholar at Hertford, had advised, ‘Chantry — you’ll go to
Hertford!”, so Michael came up in 1951 having been awarded
a Squire Scholarship to read Theology. Michael remembers
that on his first day, fire engines, hoses and ladders were tackling
a fire in the Principal’s Lodgings. After lighting a cigarette, an
enthusiastic lawyer had failed to extinguish the match before
tossing it into the wastepaper basket! At that time Hertford
consisted of 170 undergraduates and no MCR. Michael enjoyed
playing cricket and football for the College and also qualified
as a referee for University football.

After graduation and post-graduate training at Ridley Hall,
Cambridge, Michael was ordained in 1957 and in the same
year married June Flowerdew, a graduate of Somerville College.
They have raised five sons. Both June and Michael’s sister Pat
have given him great support over the years. In 1959, after his
curacy in St. Mary’s, Boulton, Derby, he and June returned to
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Michael Chantry
to retire

The Reverend Michael Chantry's
service to Hertford and the wider
community has been remarkable.
After 40 years as the College’s
Chaplain, he will be retiring in June,
at the end of this academic year.

A special tea to thank Michael for the
contributions he has made to the College will
be held from 4 until 5.45 pm on Sunday, 10"
June, 2001 in the Hall. Members are invited
to join us then and afterwards at 6 pm for
Michael’s last service as Chaplain.

Oxford where he was Chaplain to the Oxford Pastorate and on
the Staff of St. Aldate’s Church before being invited in 1961 to
become Chaplain of Hertford. He combined this new role with
a post teaching Religious Education at Wycombe High School
which he continued for 20 years, becoming Head of RE and a
Sixth Form Tutor. For two years, he also served as Chaplain at
Somerville. At Hertford, Michael represents 40 years of
continuity. He has welcomed Freshers, been available for
students, and been found on the touchlines at rugby, football,
and cricket matches, often refereeing or looking after the
injured. He has married Old Members and baptised their
children. In Chapel, he has maintained a high standard of
worship and music and arranged many distinguished preachers
including Lord Home, Viscount Tonypandy, Malcolm
Muggeridge, Lord Hurd, Lord Longford, Archbishop Coggan,
Bruce Kent, and both Sir Geoffrey and Baroness Warnock.

After retirement from Hertford, Michael will not lose touch
with the College, and his wide involvement in the community
will continue. For many years, he has assisted the University
Football Team with injuries and done physio duty at University
matches. In 1965 he became Chaplain of Oxford United Football
Club. Today, he is the longest serving Chaplain of any Football
League side. Since 1990 Michael has been part of BBC Radio
Oxford’s Sunday morning Spirit Level team. Just before the
eight o’clock news, his regular Sunday morning slot covers
current affairs and issues of political and spiritual importance.
He also takes many services at his local parish church, St.
Peter’s, Wolvercote, and at local schools. Michael will continue
to be Chaplain at HM Prison, Spring Hill, Grendon Underwood,
where he takes weekly services and values his pastoral work
with the men. As some of his friends have remarked with a
smile, ‘We always thought you’d end up in prison!’



Profile:
Derek Conran

Derek Conran holds a special place
among Hertford graduates. Perhaps
no other Member has done as much,
in so many capacities, to foster the
continuing connection between the
College and its Old Members.

Derek Conran first came up to Hertford in
October, 1944 on a six-month Armoured Corps
Short Course. He recalls being marched to
College from the Railway Station.*
Commissioned into the Royal Tank Regiment,
he served in Austria, Italy and the Canal Zone.

fter demobilization in 1948, Derek returned to Hertford
, o read for History Honours under Felix Markham.
Obtaining his MA in 1951, Derek spent the next 18 years in
Sales and Marketing in the Aluminium Industry, including being
sent in 1965 to the Administrative Staff College, Henley. During
those years, Derek continued his interest in the Army, being
commissioned in the Territorials in 1954 and serving until 1969.
He retired with the rank of Major and was awarded the
Territorial Decoration. At present, he is President of the Oxford
and Banbury branch of the Royal Tank Regimental Association.
Last September, Derek arranged at Hertford what may have
been the last regular reunion of the 1944/45 Royal Armoured
Corps Short Course. Twenty four former cadets attended this
nostalgic occasion, five of whom had been at Hertford.

Derek joined the Hertford Society shortly after it was founded
in 1962. For more than 10 years he served as Secretary (1965
to 1976) and then, for more than another decade, as Chairman
(1976 to 1987). He is now a permanent Vice-President. Having
also become Chairman of Henley’s old members association,
he was asked in 1972 to join the staff of the then renamed Henley
Management College as Director of External Affairs, and he
remained at Henley until his final retirement.

Over the years, Derek’s service to Hertford has known no
bounds. As a member of the Stewards’ Enclosure at Henley
Regatta and an Associate Member of the Leander Club, he has
always taken an interest in Hertford rowing and was the first
Chairman of the Boat Club Society. In 1969, he was invited by
the Principal, Sir-Lindor Brown, to run the College Appeal for
the Holywell Quad development. For this, he was able to obtain
a two-year sabbatical from his firm, helped by the influence of
Sir Robert Hall, a former Principal, who was a Director of the

firm. Derek spent two happy years living in College in a Fellow’s
set on OB2, travelling widely and meeting many old members.
He continued on for some years as Secretary of the Appeal
Committee. In addition, Derek edited the College Record from
the time it was revived in 1969 until 1993; and he even brought
out the 1991 edition of the College Magazine after the untimely
death of Dr Leslie Seiffert, the Editor.

Derek has lived in Oxford since 1972. Besides Christ Church
Cathedral where he is a Sidesman, another great interest is the
United Oxford and Cambridge University Club in London,
where he was Chairman from 1988-90 and remains on the
Membership Committee. Since 1979, he has been a Council
member of the Oxford Society. With his interest in art and
architecture, Derek also is a Fellow of the Royal Society of
Arts and a member of the National Art Collection Fund.

Today, Derek Conran continues to be a familiar figure at
Hertford, where he runs the College’s Hertford Society Office,
receiving correspondence, dues, and news of Old Members.
Derek says that as he grows older and less active, however, he
is pleased that the bulk of Old Members’ affairs can now be
handled by the College’s Development and Members Office
which was established in 1996.

Having been a full member of the Hertford Senior Common
Room for 35 years, ever since he was first elected in 1966, it
can be said that Derek has now accumulated a certain seniority!

Within weeks, ‘the new cat in Catte
Street’ had a two-page spread and
colour photos in the Oxford Times.

Too small to go out on his own,
Simpkins at first was taken out on a
leash by willing volunteers for short
exploratory excursions round the
Quad. Before long he was exploring
the College on his own, chasing birds
and being rescued by students from
the tops of treacherous vines.

With an uncanny resemblance to his
predecessor in both appearance and
choice of sleeping spots, he has now

fully settled in. With Simpkins on
duty, the College is again complete.
